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Duties of Village Watchman.

9. The following duties will be performed by the Village Watchman:
(1) He shall report to the concerned authority about loss of the Government property or other

property in the village to District Administration, Gram Panchayat and Community, within his
jurisdiction,

He shall assist the Gram Panchayat in day to day functioning,
He shall be bound to obey the Police, Gram Panchayat and Patwari,

He shall assist the Gram Panchayat and the police to the best of his ability in all matters
connected with the prevention and detection of crime and the apprehension of offenders.

He shall keep watch and ward in his beat/village arca,

He shall report about the movements of person who is of notorious character or house breaker
or of suspicious character,

He shall keep the Gram Panchayat/ Police Officer Incharge of the area informed of all disputes
which are likely to lead to any tension, riot or serious affray and of all intelligence he receives
affecting the public peace within or ncar his village or beat,

He shall report to Gram Panchayat at once to the Police or to such any other officer as may
be specified by the Deputy Commissioner. Any information which he may obtain with '1‘cspect
to the commission of, or intention to commit any of the following offences or occurrences of
any accident or safety hazard in his village or beat, that is to say—

(a) ri()ting
(b) concealment of birth by secret disposal of dead body.
(¢) causing of miscarriage,

(d) Rape or attempt to rape,

() Any other crime against women or attempt to commit crime against women.

(f) exposure of a child,

(g) mischief by fire,

(h) mischief to animals by poisoning,

(i) attempt to commit or abetment of the commission of any of the above offences,
(g) attempt to commit culpable homicide,

(1) child abuse, and

(m) bonded labour,

(n) public hazards like uncovered and unsecured deep excavations, borewells, dangerous
construction or demolition activitics,

He shall report to the concerned Gram Panchayat /concerned authorities about the appearance

of any epidemic disease among people or animals in his village or beat,

Ie shall report to the concerned authority about the person against whom a reasonable

complaint has been made or a reasonable suspicion cxists of his having been involved in any

such offence;

e shall report to the concerned authority about the person found with property in his

possession which may reasonably be suspeeted to be stolen property,

e shall report to the concerned authority about the person who is suspected of being a

deserter from the Armed Forces or Paramilitary Forces,



(xiii) He shall report any other information which he thinks is fit to be supplied to District
Administration /Gram Panchayat/Police Officer or Revenue Officer.

Power to arrest.
10. (1)  Every Village Watchman. may, without orders from a Magistrate and without a warrant arrest

(a) any person who in the sight of such Watchman commits a cognizable offences as
defined in the Code of Criminal Procedure 1973 (2 of 1974);

(b) any person who has been proclaimed offender either under the Code of Criminal Procedure
or in a Police Gazette notification;

(2)  If a person forcibly resists an endeavour to arrest him, every Village Watchman may use all
means necessary to effect the arrest.

(3)  No persons arrested by Village Watchman shall be subject to more restraint than is necessary
to prevent his escape.

(4)  The Village Watchman shall forthwith send any persons or persons so arrested by him before
the officer incharge of the police station within the limits of which his beat is situated:

provided that during the hours of darkness, the person or persons arrested may be
detained in custody at the village, but must be taken as early as possible on the following
morning to the police station.

(5)  The exercise of power to arrest shall be subject to provisions of applicable laws.
Substitute appointment.

11. The Deputy Commissioner for the reasons to be recorded may order that the headman of the village
shall exercise the authority and perform the duties of Village Watchman as a substitute.

Payment of honorarium.

12. (1)  Every Village Watchman shall receive per month an honorarium in cash as fixed and notified
by Government from time to time.

(2) The Village Watchman shall be provided an annual uniform allowance of and an.annual
allowance for Lathi, battery and whistle as decided and notified by Government time to time.

(3) The Sub Divisional Magistrate shall cnsure that the payments of honorarium is made to
Village Watchman by the 7th of every month in the presence of Sarpanch of the Gram Panchayat and two Panches.
The Sarpanch will submit a report verifying payment to the concerned Sub Divisional Magistrate by 10th day to
the month alongwith the signatures of the Village Watchman. The payment of honorarium as well as uniform
allowance will be made to the Village Watchman by the authorized official from the funds given by the
Government for the purpose.

Transfer.
13 No Village Watchman shall be liable to transfer from one village or beat to other village or beat.
Repeal and Savings.

14. The Punjab Chaukidara rules published by the erstwhile Punjab Government, as applicable to the
State of Haryana are hereby repealed and thesc rules shall supersede all previous rules in force in the State.

Watchman and Municipal Watchman namely :—

Short title.

L. These rules may be called the Haryana Chowkidara (Watchman) Rules, 2011.
Definitions.
2 In these rules, unless the context otherwise requires—

(a)  ““Act” means the Punjab Laws Act, 1872.

(b)  “Beat” means a specified arca in which a Watchman shall be responsible for keeping ward
and watch.

(¢)  “Commissioner” means the Commissioner of the Division.

(d)  “Deputy Commissioner”™ means the Deputy Commissioner of a district and includes any officer
not below the rank of Assistant Collector appointed by the Government to perform the
functions of a Deputy Commissioner under these Rules.

(e)  “Gram Panchayat”, “Panchayat Samiti” and “Zila Parishad” means the Gram Panchayat,
Panchayat Samiti and Zila Parishad as defined in the Haryana Panchayati Raj Act, 1994
(Act II of 1994).

(h “Government” means the Government of the State of Haryana in the Home
Department.

(g)  “Sub Divisional Officer (Civil)” means the Sub Divisional Officer (Civil) of the Sub Division.

(h)  *Village™ means a revenue estate in the revenue records of a district in which it is situated

or a village as may be specified, by notification in the Official Gazette, by the Government.



Eligibility criteria for appointment.

3 While considering the first appointment of the Village Watchman, the eligibility criteria shall be
as follows:-

(@) he should not be less than 21 years and not more than 45 years, of age.

(b) he should have passed at least the 8th class from a Government School or Government
Recognized School.

(¢)  he should be physically fit and posses a good moral character.
Procedure for appointment of Village Watchman.

4. (1) The Deputy Commissioner shall select a Village Watchman from eligible persons of the
village after due proclamation in the village inviting applications from eligible persons and following due process.
A report on antecedents shall be obtained from the Superintendent of Police concerned prior to appointment.

(2)  The appointment of Watchman shall be for a period of five years. Prescribed procedure shall
be followed for making the fresh appointment. A person who has served as Village Watchman shall be eligible
for re-appointment subject to prescribed procedure.

Number of Village Watchman.

5 For each beat in the village or for the entire village or for one or more village a Watchman, shall
be appointed by the Deputy Commissioner concerned after receiving the concerned Panchayat resolution in this
regard.

The number of posts of Village Watchman shall be fixed as under-—

(i)  For upto one thousand houses in a village or where therc exists a single Gram Panchayat,
there shall be one post and for more than one thousand houses in a village one
additional post and where more than one Panchayat has been established, one post for
cach Gram Panchayat:

Provided that the number of posts for a beat or village may be increased by the
Deputy Commissioner with the concurrence of the Divisional Commissioner.

Appointment of Head Village Watchman.

6. Where the number of Village Watchman in any village is more than two, the one who is senior in
age may be appointed as Head Village Watchman. He will be designated as “Daffadar”.

Dismissal or removal of Village Watchman.
7k The Deputy Commissioner may dismiss any Village Watchman or Daffadar =

(i)  a misconduct or neglect in performance of duties is established or for lack of physical fitness
which adversely affected discharge of dutics. ‘

(i)  criminal proceedings are instituted against him of a nature that imply that is unfit to be
entrusted any longer with the duties of his office:

Provided that before passing any order of dismissal, he shall be given a reasonable
opportunity as per principles of natural justice.

Withdrawal of resignation from the post.
8. () A Village Watchman at any time, may resign from his duties.
(2)  No Village Watchman or Daffadar shall withdraw from the duties of his office after resignation
unless-
(i)  he has received permission to do so from the Deputy Commissioner ; or

(i) two months have clapsed since his notice of intention to resign to the Deputy
Commissioner.
